Rules and Conditions of Entry

1 All classes run under British Riding Club rules.

2 British Riding Club tack rules and dress guidelines will apply. A copy of
these will be made available to anyone providing a stamped addressed A5
envelope to the secretary.

3 The judge’s decision is final.

4 Health and safety. The organisers of this event have taken reasonable
precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these
matters to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid
and prevent accidents occuring and must obey the instructions of the
organisers and of all officials/stewards.

5 Rule G5.2 Juniors and seniors. All riders in senior competitions must be 18
or over on 1 January in the current year. All riders in junior competitions must
be under 18 on 1 January in the current year.

6 All competitors must have adequate insurance to cover any incident that
may be caused by them or their animals.

7 Riders and spectators use the facilities entirely at their own risk and neither
Honnington Equestrian Centre nor the Honnington Riding Club can be held
responsible for any accident, injury or loss to those present.

8 Hats must be worn at all times when mounted and must be up to current
safety standards.

9 Horses or ponies must be 4 years or older to compete.

10 Any objections must be lodged with the Secretary in writing with a £20
cash deposit and submitted within 30 minutes of the class ending. The deposit
is refundable if the objection is upheld. (Additionally if there are any objections
about a horse or riders eligibility to compete, this will be lodged in writing to
BRC at Stoneleigh)

11 No entry will be refunded without a veterinary or medical certificate.

12 No dogs allowed.
